Planets Travel Agent Project
Each group will conduct research on their one planet and create a tourist attraction/destination for others to want to visit.  Each planet has something unique to offer visitors, and it is your job to find ways to showcase that place and entice others to come and join in on the fun.   

Make sure your project is out of this world!!:)
This project consists of three pieces: 

1. A typed report detailing all of the facts about each planet.  Each planet should be labeled properly, and the planet should have its own references and typed description. (An MLA-referenced in ABC-order bibliography.)

2. A visual aid to appeal to your audience.  Visuals can be brochures, PowerPoints or Google Slides, poster boards, models, tri-fold boards, etc.  Students that dress in character or make/create authentic attire to highlight some of the features of their planets will receive bonus points.  This piece is fantasy…so it should be interesting, artistic, creative, and have a travel agent-type of spin!!
3. A presentation must be done on Thursday, September 5th and Friday, September 6th in class to invite your peers to your planets.  Points will be given or taken away based on interest of the students watching and taking notes on your presentation.  Use note cards, not your paper, when presenting to increase your chances of a high presentation grade.

All projects must have the report, visual and well-prepared presentation to be graded properly.  Missing information will reduce your score.  Late work will NOT be accepted!
